“Wehi i ka ua Tuahine” ka puana i lohe ‘ia ma nēia ho‘oheno makamae i haku ‘ia na ‘Anakala 
Kimo Alama Keaulana, ‘o ia ho‘i ‘o Nani Mānoa. Penei ka mo‘olelo a ka haku mele:

I composed this song in 1972 when I was vacuuming the house. When I had opened the 
drapes of the picture window, it was such a beautiful Mānoa day! As I was humming 
along with the old Filter Queen, these words and their melody came about ... The 
Tuahine [is the] “Sister” rain ... Akaaka (“Clearly-seen”) [are the mountains] that 
stand in back of  the valley … [and] the easternmost waterfall is named Waiakeakua.

Ua pōmaika‘i ka ‘ae ‘ana mai o nei loea haku 
mele i ka noho o kā Kumu Keawe mau haumāna i mua o kona alo e a‘o mai ai i kāna mele a pēia 
pū ka mahalo nui i ka hiki ke hīmeni i kēia mele nani lua ‘ole me ʻAnakala Kimo ma kēia pāleo.

Club i ka makahiki 1935 ma ka hui pāleo ‘o Victor [25287-B]. I mea e 
ho‘ohanohano ‘ia ai ‘o Bina Mossman a me kāna Papa Hui Hīmeni, 
ua koho ‘ia nā wāhine wale nō o ka Tuahine Troupe no ka ho‘opa‘a 
‘ana i nei ho‘oheno ma kēia pāleo. He wahi leo mahalo kēia iā 
‘Anakē Bina Chun, ka mo‘opuna a ka haku mele, i kona ‘ae ‘olu‘olu
